Along the Roads of War to the Roads of Peace
(to the 80th Anniversary of the Great Victory)
(Translation into English)

My essay is devoted to the problem of perception of the theme of the Great
Patriotic War by modern youth. This problem is urgent because young people do not
attach importance to the events that took place during the occupation of the territory
of Belarus by Nazi Germany. Probably, because there are fewer and fewer veterans
and no one to tell about the events of the war.

Unfortunately for me, | did not catch my great-grandparents alive, so | am
writing my essay based on my parents' stories. These incredible stories have been
passed down from generation to generation in our family.

| dedicate the first story to my great-grandmother Fyokla Grigorievna Gvozd,

who performed a brave and heroic deed, namely saved a Jewish boy from death.

My great-grandmother Fyokla Grigorievna Gvozd
She lived in the village of Pankratovichi, Klecky district. On the territory of

Kletsk, as in many other settlements, there were a large number of Jews. The Nazis

committed criminal acts against Jews everywhere, with the aim of exterminating



them. My great-grandmother witnessed the Germans chasing a column of Jews:
women, old men and children. She watched the faces of these people until she saw
a family she was familiar with, where a woman was leading her children, with the
youngest lagging behind. Fyokla Grigoryevna made up her mind to help without
thinking of herself and her family, who could have lost their lives. She approached
the boy and walked beside him. As she was wearing a long skirt, she made the
decision to hide the child under it. Afterwards Fyokla Grigoryevna began to walk
more slowly, falling behind. As the convoy disappeared around the corner, my
fearless great-grandmother quickly hurried home with the rescued boy. During the
day the child was hidden from the Nazis in the cellar, at night he was taken up into
the house. After a while, the boy's relatives found him and took him in. The saved
boy became a lawyer years later and one day he came to my great-grandmother to
express his gratitude.

This story is about a genuine feat accomplished by a plain village woman who
first and foremost thought of others, not of herself. Her fearless feat will always
remain in the memory of our family. It was thanks to such common people that Nazi
Germany was defeated.

Furthermore, | will tell you about my great-grandfather Maximenko Vasily
Grigorievich, who fought and, despite all the difficulties, survived and reached
Berlin. My Great-grandfather was born and raised in Ukraine, and with the outbreak
of the war he was drafted to the front. There he met a friend — Vasily lvanovich

Matvienko.

Once on a reconnaissance mission they were captured, but thanks to their joint
efforts they managed to escape and report important information about the further
actions of the enemy. They fought side by side and received awards for their exploits.
Unfortunately, in one of the battles my great-grandfather was shell-shocked, which
affected his health later. Together with Vasily Matvienko they managed to reach
Berlin. Returning home, through Belarus, they met the two Gvozd sisters Nina and
Faina, the daughters of Fyokla Grigoryevna. Soon they got married and decided to

stay in Belarus. That's how the war changed fate and bound two friends together.

I think in modern time, it is essential not only to organize events dedicated to
the war at schools and universities, but also at home, in the family surrounding.
A family is of a great importance for everyone. It is the most important thing a person
has. That is why people should go to war monuments to pay respect to heroes and
visit the museums with their families. Even at home looking at the photos in the
albums, we can find something memorable about our relatives who fought in the
war. Looking at the black and white faces in the photo, we try to understand what
the person felt and thought about. Perhaps he was thinking about his children and
grandchildren that they will remember him and his exploits, and pass his story on

from generation to generation. But the main thing to say LIFE will be going on!
