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From the Roads of War to the Roads of Peace

The eightieth anniversary of the Great Victory is more than just a date on the
calendar; it's a milestone that separates us further and further from the events that
forever shaped the destiny of Belarus and the entire world. This is a time to revisit
the lessons of history, remember the price paid for peace, and pay tribute to those
who fought for our freedom. Belarus, scorched by the fires of war, reduced to ashes,
will forever cherish in its memory the heroic deeds of every soldier, every partisan,
every worker on the home front.

My small homeland, Vileyka region, like all of Belarus, is soaked in the blood
and tears of the war. And for me personally, the theme of the Great Patriotic War is
not just pages from history textbooks; it's a part of my family history, a source of
pride in the feat of my great-grandfather. It was here, in Vileyka, Minsk region, in
the village of Popovtsy, that my great-grandfather, Konstantin Mikhailovich
Zubovich — a Hero of the Soviet Union — was born and raised, a man whose heroic
deed serves as an inexhaustible source of pride and admiration for me and my entire

family.
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My great-grandfather, Konstantin Mikhailovich Zubovich
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His story is a story of courage, self-sacrifice, and love for his Motherland.
Among the first, under heavy fire, he reached the right bank of the Danube River,
three kilometers north of the Hungarian city of Erchi. He destroyed enemy
machine-gun positions with grenades, clearing the way for the advance of his

comrades. And then, seizing an enemy machine gun, he supported the attack with

His bravery, his fearlessness played an important role in that battle. But war spares

no one. On December 28, 1944, in one of the battles, his life was tragically cut short.

This photo serves as evidence that my great-grandfather truly fought for the peace on our

land
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He is buried far from his native land, in a military cemetery in the village of

Erchi in Hungary.

But death has no power over memory. We continue to honor his feat, passing
on his story from generation to generation. And for me personally, this is not just an
abstract concept. [ remember how, as a schoolgirl, I participated in the "Immortal
Regiment" procession every May 9th. Holding a wooden portrait of my great-
grandfather in my hands, I walked in the column from the school to the central
square. We stood for an hour, sometimes longer, under the scorching sun, but no one
complained. It wasn't easy, but it was my way of paying tribute to Konstantin
Mikhailovich, his feat, his courage. It was my "thank you" for the peaceful sky

overhead.

I am sincerely grateful to my great-grandfather for his courage, for his
sacrifice. I am proud that my family has such a hero. His example teaches me to

appreciate what I have, to fight for justice, and never to forget the past.

Today, when the world 1s once again faced with threats and conflicts, it is
important to remember the price we paid for this victory. We must not allow the

rewriting of history; we must not forget the atrocities of fascism. We must preserve
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the memory of the Great Patriotic War and pass it on to future generations, so that

they know that peace is a fragile gift that must be cherished and protected.

Belarus, having endured a terrible war, knows the price of peace like no other.
We lost millions of our citizens; we rebuilt our country from ruins. Therefore, for us,

peace is not just a word; it is the foundation of our existence.

From the roads of war, we have come to the roads of peace. And our task today
is to prevent a repetition of the tragedy, to build a strong and prosperous Belarus, to
strengthen peace and cooperation between nations. May the memory of the heroic
deed of Zubovich Konstantin Mikhailovich and all the heroes of the Great Patriotic
War always live in our hearts, inspiring us to new achievements in the name of a
bright future for our Motherland. May the roads, paved by the heroism and
selflessness of our ancestors, lead us to peace, harmony, and prosperity. May no

more shots ever be fired on our land.
